HEARING OF THE CITIZENS - Agenda Items only

declared the Hearing of the Citizens closed. 

 

PROCLAMATIONS 

Mayor Tagliarini read the following proclamations: 

 

Put The Brakes On Fatalities Day® 

October 10, 2015 

 

WHEREAS, Across the nation, traffic crashes caused 32,675 (est.) fatalities in 2014, and 

are the leading cause of death for young people ages 15 to 34; and 

WHEREAS, In New Jersey, 556 individuals lost their lives in traffic crashes in 2014; 

and 

WHEREAS, Alcohol-related crashes accounted for 27 percent of the State’s traffic  

fatalities, while 26 percent of all fatal crashes involved traveling at unsafe speeds; and 

 

WHEREAS, Motorcyclists, bicycle riders and pedestrians face increased risks on New 

Jersey’s roadways, as people opt for alternative modes of transportation; and 

 

WHEREAS, 60 motorcyclists, 11 bicyclists and 170 pedestrians were killed in New 

Jersey in traffic-related crashes in 2014; and 

 

WHEREAS, Safer driving behaviors such as buckling up, every ride; obeying posted  

speed limits; stopping for pedestrians in crosswalks and using crosswalks when walking; 

avoiding aggressive driving behaviors; never driving impaired; wearing proper safety 

gear when riding a motorcycle or bicycle; and, focusing solely on driving by avoiding 

distractions can dramatically reduce the number of traffic-related injuries and deaths. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, ON BEHALF OF THE TOWNSHIP COUNCIL, I, Fred Tagliarini, Mayor of 

the Township of Aberdeen, County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey, do hereby proclaim October 10, 

2015, Put The Brakes On Fatalities Day®, and call upon everyone to put these lifesaving behaviors into 

practice to improve safety on the roadways in our community and throughout the State.

Mr. Geniton stated recently a petition went out.  560 plus people signed the petition 

discussing the issues at the beachfront.  I think the big issue is security at the beachfront.  

The police department is doing an excellent job.  They are patrolling the beachfront more.  

Has there been discussion on installation of cameras. 

 

Holly Reycraft stated she just spoke to the Chief today about it.  We are looking to put 

cameras in the parking lot and seawall.  It is in the process. 

 

Mr. Geniton asked if it would happen in 3 to 4 months. 

 

Holly Reycraft stated I am hoping for 3 to 4 weeks. 

 

Mr. Geniton stated regarding the beachfront park we are going to try to attend meetings 

and share a feel of what we would like.  Glad we are on the same page that something 

needs to be done.

Paul Rinear 

109 Wilson Avenue 

Mr. Rinear thanked Council for the Fracking Presentation.  At the Environmental Board 

meeting last night, they were discussing recycling issues.  We like the flyer that was 

given out.  Can it be placed in the hands of each resident?  Maybe it can go out with the 

newsletter or calendar in a more permanent form.  It is simple, it is visual.   

 

Mr. Rinear stated they understand the current recycling coordinator will be retiring.  We 

like to be kept in the loop as to what is going to happen.  It may be a good idea if the new 

coordinator attended the environmental meetings.  There are some confusion as why 

some things can be recycled and some can’t.  Like plastics, it is okay for plastic shaped 

like bottles but not plastic shaped like tubs.  We would like more information.  People ask 

us questions all the time.  A tour of the recycling facility came up years ago but never 

happened. 

 

Holly Reycraft stated we can set that up. 

 

Mayor Tagliarini thanked Paul Rinear for all he does.  Basically what the State and 

County mandates are the rule of thumb.   

 

Councilman Cannon stated recycling is so important to us.  Everything that gets taken 

away in the garbage can we pay to get taken away.  Everything that gets taken away in 

the recycling can we get paid to get taken away.

WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act nonetheless recognizes the authority of a public 

body to exclude the public from meetings in certain enumerated instances in which disclosure 

of matters discussed could endanger public safety, property or other public interest, or invade 

individual privacy; and  

 

WHEREAS, as authorized by the Open Public Meetings Act, N.J.S.A 10:4-12(b), the 

Township Council have a need to meet in private session to discuss:  

 

_______(1) Matters expressly rendered confidential by law;  

_______(2) Matters, the disclosure of which would jeopardize the receipt of federal funds;  

_______(3) Matters threatening unwarranted invasion of individual privacy;  

_______(4) Matters affecting collective bargaining of public employees  

_______(5) Matters involving acquisition of real property with public funds, or investment of 

public funds, where disclosures would jeopardize such acquisition or investments;  

_______(6) Tactics and techniques utilizing in protection of public safety or property; 

matters concerning investigations of violations or possible violations of the law;  

_______(7) Matters affecting pending or anticipated litigation to which the public body may 

be party; matters within the attorney-client privilege;  

_______(8) Personnel matters concerning the employment, appointment evaluation, 

promotion or termination of a public officer or employee;  

_______(9) Deliberations which may result in the imposition of civil penalty or the 

Suspension or loss of license or permit.
