Mayor Tagliarini called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. and stated that notice of this
meeting has been posted and published in compliance with the Open Public Meetings
Act.

Holly Reycraft went through the Workshop Agenda.

Contract for Maintenance and Repair of Heating and Cooling System: Bids were
received by the Township Manager for aforementioned project on August 11, 2015 with
an additional 12 month option. This contract awards POW-R-SAVE of Bloomfield, NJ
an Additional Twelve Month Contract.

Refunding Bond Ordinance: This ordinance combines General Improvement Bonds of
2006 and Sewer Utility Bonds of 2006 for a combine total of $7,100,000 Refunding
Bonds. The Township will be saving approximately 6% with this ordinance.

Vacant/Abandoned Property List-Registration: Ordinance creates a list of all vacant and
abandoned properties in the Township and a fee schedule to cover the costs incurred by
the Township by these properties (i.e. police calls, fire calls, property inspections).

Establishment of Abandoned Property List: This ordinance authorizes a fee to the
Township for each time an abandoned property is required to be inspected by Township
officials. This is another tool to give the municipality an opportunity to improve the
quality of life in local neighborhoods.

Professional Engineering Services for 2017 Road Improvement Program — Church Street

Water Main Extension: Michael McClelland, CME Associates submitted a proposal for
aforementioned engineering services dated July 29, 2016 for a cost not to exceed the sum




of $56,237.00.

Professional Engineering Services for 2017 Road Improvement Program — County Road:
Michael McClelland, CME Associates submitted a proposal for aforementioned
engineering services dated August 15, 2016 for a cost not to exceed the sum of
$78,400.00.

Professional Engineering Services for 2017 Road Improvement Program — West
Concourse Water Main Replacement: Michael McClelland, CME Associates submitted a
proposal for aforementioned engineering services dated August 15, 2016 for a cost not to
exceed the sum of $27,000.00.

Release of Performance Guarantees: Parkside Manor has requested release of
performance guarantees posted on Block 327, Lots 16.01 and 16.02, 768/770 Shore
Concourse. In a letter dated June 13, 2016, CME Associates recommended said release
subject to the posting of a two year maintenance bond.

Presentation: Little Free Library: Kimberly Paone, Director of the Matawan Aberdeen
Public Library. Ms. Paone stated this is a joint project between the Matawan Aberdeen
Public Library, Girl Scout Troup 1337 and the Friends of the Library. Emily Loniewski,
54 Halleran Ct and Julie Bland, 3 Marc Dr presented to Council the Little Free Library.
The Little Free Library is a small library accessible to the community; it is a way for
residents to share books so people that cannot get to the library can use it. The thought is
to increase access to books, promote literacy and a love for reading for all. This project
will also build community awareness to what the library offers and to connect everyone
in the community. The location for the Little Free Library will hopefully be the
Cliffwood Beach Community Center. The hopes will be to expand to other locations.
The Little Free Library will have three shelves with a cover; it would be a weatherproof
structure. The girl scouts will decorate the structure and maintain it. The town will need
to plant a pole to mount it too. The timeline will be this fall.

Mayor Tagliarini stated he is so excited with this project and will communicate more
with what you need.

Councilwoman Kelley stated she has been on the Library Board for a couple of years
now. This has been a pet project of hers. She is in favor of it. As a past resident of
Cliffwood Beach, | know this would have been a wonderful thing when I raised my
family.

Council did not have any questions on the workshop items.

Deputy Mayor Montone made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Cannon and
unanimously concurred by Council.
